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FOUR NEW SPECIES OF BEES FROM CHINA
(HYMENOPTERA: APOIDEA)

In this paper 4 species of Melitta and Anthomegilla are reported from Xizang and Hebei
as new to science. All the type specimens are deposited in the Institute of Zoology, Academia
Sinica, Beijing.

1. Melitta changmuensis sp. nov. (figs. 1—4)

d'Length 10—I11mm. Closely related to Melinta sinensis Wu, but the encloser of pro-
podeum schagreened, not scarse wrinkle; apical margin of 1st—>5th abdominal tergites with
broad brown band, not narrow one; 7th—S8th sternites and genitalia different from M. sinen-
sis Wu.

Holotype &', Xizang: Changmukouan (28.2°N, 86°E), 9. 1X. 1984, Li Ai-hua, Paratypes
95'd", same as for holotype.

2. Melitta nigrabdominalis sp. nov. (figs. 5—10)

& Length 14 mm. Black, with yellow hairs, 3rd—7th abdominal tergites with short black
hairs, without hair-bands. Close to Melizza taishanensis Wu, but 6th—S8th sternites and geni-
talia quite different; abdominal tergites without hair-bands, not 2nd-4th with white hair-
bands; Ist-2nd tergites with long yellowish hairs; not lst-3rd with pale white hairs; 3rd—

¥ 7th tergites with short black hairs, not 4th—6th with rather long black hairs.

Holotype &, Mt. Xiaowutai (39.5°N, 115°E), Hebei, 21. VIIL. 1964, Hang Yin-heng.

3. Anthomegilla xizangensis sp. nov. (figs. 11—17)

& Length 11 mm. Similar to Anthomegilla sinensis Wu, but differs in the color of body;

. thorax and Ist—2nd abdominal tergites with dense red-brown long hairs, not brown-yellow
! or pale-yellow; 7th tergite and 7th—38th sternites and genitalia also different from A. sinensis

4. Anthomegilla flavonigra sp. nov. (fig. 18)
